The Ministry responsible for EU Funds is pre-announcing the following calls under the Common 

Agricultural Policy Strategic Plan 2023-2027:   

 

Cooperation Quality Schemes 

 

• Intervention 77.1.1 Supporting new participation in Quality Schemes 

• Intervention 77.1.2 Support of Information and Promotion Actions of Quality 

Schemes 

 

Intervention 77.1.1 (participation) aims to support farmers that take part in schemes that result in 

quality products, in line with the standards established by the specific scheme.  

 

Intervention 77.1.2 (promotion) aims to support information and promotional activities designed 

to encourage, among others, producers to participate in quality schemes and /or consumers to 

buy the agricultural products or foodstuffs covered by eligible quality schemes. 

 
Eligible applicants for both interventions are  

 

• Farmers (whether natural/legal persons); 

• Group of Farmers (including inter alia partnerships, cooperatives); 

• Groups of producer and producer organisations for the information activities (only); 

• Public entities are eligible for the information and promotion actions (only). 

 

 

The actual launch of the calls, together with details of an information session, the Application 

Form and other supplementary documentation will be published in March 2025 and can be 

accessed at https://fondi.eu/ . The first batch for both calls are expected to close in May 2025.
